We use books to open up a world of learning for our chil-
dren. The core books we use relate to children’s interests
and we feed that through the breadth of activities we offer
within the provision. We also think that using books as the
base for our learning helps children love reading on a deep-
er level which we hope they will keep with them through-
out their education. We will be using books to enhance key
messages we want to impart through our whole nursery
and children’s centre.

This month our key book is Clean up , written by Nathan
Bryon and illustrated by Dapo Adeola. The hero of the story,
Rocket, is concerned about the levels of pollution in our
world. Throughout the story she encourages the communi-
ty to care for the environment and secure a beautiful,
brighter future for everyone.
